      During the Lenten Study series we will be studying the life of Peter in his life 
with Jesus.    Peter is a good person to study in Lent because he is one of us. He      
embodied our Christian experience in his life with Christ.  From his first encounter as 
a humble fisherman Peter was one of us.  When confronted with Jesus he dropped his 
net and followed.   We have in one way or another experienced that moment when we 
have a realization that Jesus was then and is now very real and we drop our net and 
follow.  Peter was the impetuous one who boldly followed Jesus even to the point of 
stepping out of his boat one night in a storm to walk on the water to Jesus.  We too 
have stepped out of our safe life in faith and sought Jesus. Like Peter we may have 
relied too much on our own powers and failed him and us in the process.  We too, like 
Peter sometimes have our doubts but we donôt give up our faith, we get up again and 
follow Jesus because he will always reach out to us when we fail and when we call on 

him for help.  In the final days of Jesus on earth, Peter boldly told Jesus that he would never leave him.    
Lovingly, Jesus let him know that within a few hours Peter would deny him completely.  We too have had 
that terrible moment when we by our words, actions or inactions deny our relationship to Jesus and we too 
endure great sorrow.   Even though he hid in a room with locked doors after Jesus died at the hand of the 
Jews, Peter was redeemed by Jesus when he appeared after his resurrection.  He made Peter the foundation 
of his church and forgave him for his denial.   We too can expect that when we fail our Lord that there will be 
love and forgiveness.  The greatest thing that Peter gives us is the hope of the truth of the life and                
resurrection of Jesus.  At Pentecost, Peter empowered by the Holy Spirit, boldly spoke the truth of Jesus to 
the Jews in the Temple in Jerusalem.  We too can have that moment when we share the truth of Jesus with 
those who do not know him, those who may doubt or those who have fallen away.  We today are modern day 
Peters who live his life.  We drop our nets and follow and spread the story of the love of God expressed 
through his Son Jesus who came to save us from judgement.    

We will learn more about Peter this Lent in our Tuesday night dinner and a movie series on Peter.  I 
invite you to come and discover your life within the life of Peter.
